Our Rational
At Holy Cross our Recovery Curriculum first and foremost prioritises children’s mental health and wellbeing.
Learning activities should lead to outputs that are valued by the children and their parents/carers but, where possible, they should also be used as an opportunity to gradually begin to reintroduce learning that will support children at the beginning of their new academic year.
For each year group, starting with Nursery/Reception and Year 6, our approach was to identify key concepts which are the ones most beneficial to support children in their new class in September. These planned activities promote discussion, interaction and enjoyment.  
Some specific features of our planning:

	Based around a familiar text (available free online)  
Activities are open ended (each could last for a few minutes or an hour)
No resources are necessary (and the ones suggested are those that children may have readily available)
	Based around text ‘Book of Hopes’, selected to support mental health and wellbeing (available free online)
Same text can be used for all year group frameworks, this is intentional to provide a sense of connectedness
Activities focused on reading, comprehension and writing for purpose
Links with maths activities 
	Concepts chosen as they lend themselves to practical, enjoyable activities
Links to basic skills that children may already know and feel a sense of comfort using
Videos that are suggested are ones that parents/carers may find most useful
Links with English text



The key skills included in planning are drawn from previous year group age appropriate English and Mathematics objectives. These key pieces of learning will support pupils to consolidate prior learning and bridge any gaps that may have occurred. The key skills have been identified primarily from the National Curriculum 2014 programmes of study.  A focus on the key skills should help to ensure prior learning is consolidated and further gaps in understanding are avoided.
Teaching should ensure that skills are modelled and scaffolded and that pupils are given opportunities to apply them in a range of different contexts. To consolidate, children should be encouraged to apply the skills across the curriculum.
We acknowledge that our teachers are the experts in their classrooms and as such should use this guidance alongside their  day to day assessments and knowledge of pupils’ progression in order to plan a curriculum that best meets the needs of the pupils at Holy Cross.
